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The summer competition season is in
full swing. Use this month’s tips to ensure
your horse and equipment are working to
take you to the pay window!

One of the major reasons competitive
horses get sick or don’t perform well when
away from home is dehydration. If a horse
doesn’t drink enough water, he can’t digest
his food properly or perform to the best of
his abilities.

Some horses get dehydrated because
they don’t like
the taste of
water they’re not
used to. If your
horse is a finicky
drinker, you can
disguise the
taste of unfamil-
iar water by
adding a little
flavored drink
mix. Start doing
this at home
several days be-
fore you leave to

get your horse accustomed to the taste of
the drink mix.

At the show, make sure your horse
always has access to a bucket or two of
fresh water. Keep the water clean of hay,
feed and debris. Remember: A horse
drinks at least eight gallons of water a day,
more if the weather is hot or if he’s work-
ing hard.

How many times has something like
this happened to you: You’re late getting to
ride, so you saddle your horse quickly and
start riding. Suddenly, one of your reins
breaks! You pull frantically on one rein and
finally get your horse turned and stopped –
just before he runs through the fence.

When tack breaks or fails, the situation
can become dangerous for horse and rider
very quickly. You can prevent accidents
like this by doing quick checks of all your

equipment each time you ride.
While you’re saddling your horse, take a

few extra seconds and look over each piece

of your tack. Pay special attention to places
where equipment is under stress: where
leather is bent or tied, where reins are
attached to snaps or bridles, or where
something rubs against something else.
When you see something that looks like a
problem, fix it right then – don’t wait for it
to become an accident waiting to happen.

Your barrel horse is an athlete, plain and
simple. Just like human athletes, equine
athletes need proper warm-ups before and
cool-downs after their workouts to keep
their muscles stretched, limber and free
from injury. Your barrel horse’s exercise reg-
imen should start each day with his slowest
gait, then build in intensity throughout the
workout, then slow back down.

Here’s an example: Spend the first few
minutes of the workout walking; this lets
your horse bring up his heart rate and
stretch his muscles at a steady, even pace.
Then trot for a few minutes, which allows
your horse to stretch as he lengthens his
stride; trotting also helps your horse build
stamina and lung power. Now your horse is
ready to lope, during which his muscles
will work hard, contracting while he keeps
his body in a balanced frame and moves
his hindquarters under himself.

To cool down, allow your horse to trav-
el at a slower gait, such as a trot and/or
walk, for several minutes. His heart rate
will slow down naturally, his breathing will
return to normal, and his muscles will have
a chance to stretch out after his workout.
